Transit Declaration: the Guarantee

Benefits for operators:

• guarantees are only bound for strictly required 
transport time;

• required  guarantee amounts are adequate to 
activity volume thanks to immediate release;

• lower costs for lodged guarantees.



Transit Declaration: the Guarantee

Benefits for customs administration:

• improved quality of services offered to operators

• an effective control is possible:

 the risk that operations without coverage are 
performed is avoided;

 falsifications are avoided.



Transit Declaration: the Guarantee

The procedure:

• At  deposit,  a Guarantee Reference Number 
(GRN) is assigned 

• It is used by means of access codes which are 
assigned by the principal also to his own 
representatives



Transit procedure: Simplifications

• use of a comprehensive guarantee or guarantee waiver;

• use of seals of a special type;

• exemption from the requirement to use a prescribed itinerary;

• authorized consignor status;

• authorized consignee status;

• procedures specific to certain modes of transport:

o goods carried by rail or large container;

o goods carried by air;

o goods moved by pipeline;

• use of other simplified procedures based on Article 6 of the 
Convention.



Transit Declaration: Simplifications

Authorized consignor

Definition art. 60

• Persons wishing to carry out common transit operations without
presenting the goods which are the subject of the transit
declaration at the office of departure or in any other authorized
place may be granted the status of authorized consignor.

• This simplification shall be granted solely to persons authorized to
use a comprehensive guarantee or granted a guarantee waiver.



Transit Declaration: Simplifications

Authorized consignee

Definition art. 64

Persons who wish to receive at their premises or at any other
specified place goods entered for the common transit procedure
without presenting them and a transit accompanying document at
the office of destination may be granted the status of authorized
consignee.



Transit Declaration: Simplifications

Authorized consignor/consignee

Main benefits for economic operators: Time and
resources saving through:

ÅPresentation of declarations and computerized
management of all phases of the procedure from
oneôsown seat;

ÅExemption from physical presentation of goods at the
Customs Office.



Transit Declaration: Simplifications

Authorized consignor/consignee

Main benefits for customs administration: Time and 
resources saving through: 

Åprior reconnaissance of liable operators; 

Å targeted controls.



Main news introduced into NCTS phase 4 from 1st

July 2009 (Reg. 1192/2008)

Computerized management of duties collection for 
transits ended up with negative results.

Transit Declaration: enquiry and recovery procedures

Computerized management of transit procedure enables:

• continuous monitoring of forwarding progress;

• research procedures according to Transit Convention 
prescribed times;  

• easy identification of offices in charge of customs duties 

collection. 



Departure office sets up research procedures with destination or

transit office:

– the day following to established delay for goods presentation to destination
office, in case ñarrivalnoticeòhas not been received;

– On the seventh day upon ñarrivalnoticeòreception, in case the ñcontrolresultò
message has not been receivedò;

– At any time and without delay, in case customs authority suspects the
procedure is not concluded.

Transit Declaration: enquiry and recovery procedures



In fact, in case of non-answer of destination/transit offices, the 

departure office : 

Å starts the duties collection procedure

Å carries out the ñadministrativeò discharge of the operation on the 
basis of alternative proofs provided by the principal.

éééalso transit operation discharging is automatically notified to all 

offices involved.

Security amendments to Community Customs Code:

EC Reg. 648/2005

EC Reg. 1875/2006

EC Reg. 312/2009 (EORI Codification)

EC Reg. 414/2009 (New SAD forms with security data)



Transit Declaration: Safety and security regulations 

Community Customs Code (CCC) recitals

Need to establish Community Risk Management Framework to

support a common approach so that priorities are set effectively and

resources are allocated efficiently with the aim of maintaining a

proper balance between customs controls and the facilitation of

legitimate trade.



Transit Declaration: Safety and security regulations 

Å Article 36a (1) and Article 36b (2) of the CCC

Goods brought into the customs territory of the Community shall be

covered by a summary declaration. The summary declaration shall be

made using a data processing technique.

Å Article 36a (2) and 36b (1) of the CCC

The summary declaration shall be lodged at the customs office of

entry containing the particulars necessary for risk analysis and the

proper application of customs controls, primarily for security and

safety purposes.



Transit Declaration: Safety and security regulations 

Entry summary declaration shall be lodged at the customs office

prior to arrival at the customs office of entry into Community

territory:

 One hour for road traffic;

 Two hours for rail traffic.

Data required for security purposes are listed in

Annex 30 A of Reg. 1875/2006
